Well, 
I wished you all a happy Father’s Day a week early last week.  So here it is again!  Happy Father’s Day.  I hope you are all able to get 2X the joy and happiness out of this years Father’s Day!  (Even at that, us Dads can never compete with Mom!)  

I was surprised when I opened up this month’s QST and got to the Member Spotlight page.  An appropriate Father’s Day ham duo from the Ohio Section!  Wayne Smith – K8FF – is a pretty quiet guy.  But he’ll be one of the first one’s to tell you that “The Magic of Radio” is real.  A long-time Ham and a very accomplished DXer.  Daughter Amy – N8AMY -  is also a dedicated Ham and someone who loves to volunteer on bahalf of, and share the hobby with anyone and everyone.   If you need something done, Amy is a good one to have on your team!  I want to thank them both for all that they have contributed to the enjoyment of the hobby.
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Field Day Weekend is coming up fast!  As I’ve said, I will be out and about again this year, but I’m trying to cut down my mileage just a bit.  I want to wish you all a Fun, Safe, and Enjoyable Field Day weekend.  First off, I want you all to  review the rules one more time.  Field Day (arrl.org) Read the rules and how they apply carefully.  With the recent rules changes there are still some areas of confusion.  Here’s 100 bonus points I would like everyone in the OH Section to get:

         7.3.5. Message Origination to Section Manager: 100 bonus points for origination of a formal message to the ARRL Section Manager or Section Emergency Coordinator by your group from its site. You should include the club name, number of participants, Field Day location, and number of ARES operators involved with your station. The message must be transmitted during the Field Day period and a copy of it must be included in your submission in standard ARRL radiogram or no credit will be given. The message must leave or enter the Field Day operation via amateur radio RF.
The Section Manager message is separate from the messages handled in Rule 7.3.6. and may not be claimed for bonus points under that rule. Available to all Classes.

I’ll look forward to receiving your messages.

Another important change in the rules from prior years deals with the “aggregation” of scores.  If you are operating as a club, then all stations whose QSO’s are counted in your club score must be located within a circle whose diameter does not exceed 1000 ft.  All antennas must also fit within that circle.  Any station operating outside of that 1000 ft circle should not use that club’s callsign and should not include their QSO points in the club’s score.  They may, however, optionally list a single club name with their individual FD entry.  This will result in an “Aggregate Club Score” which will also be reported.  

Once again, review the rules, Have Fun!

I have to report that last week’s Ohio Section Youth Net was a bust.  An internet outage at the PCARS World Headquarters in Ravenna, OH knocked out our EchoLink connection.  It was a Spectrum issue up the street, it was corrected, but the timing was just what we didn’t need.  We’ll be on the air again on Sunday July 10th.  I’ll make sure you get all the information as we get a bit closer.

We’ve also reached the “THON” time of the year.  Run a thons, bike a thons, walk a thons, whatever……  Many of them need our help.  We have several requests for help in the CLUBS section of this newsletter.  Everyone is busy, but, this is a great opportunity to put Ham Radio out in the public where they can see some of the things we do and at the same time benefit from our communications expertise and ability.  Get involved and help out where/when you can!  Maybe even volunteer for an event (or two) outside of your normal geographic area.  Get to know new people and see how they do it.  It just might help you improve your own skills, and at the same time provide some experience working with another group.   It’s one of the things we do!

It's also a great time of the year to try something new!  Ham Radio has lots of areas of “special interest”.  How about working some satellite Q’s?  Radio direction finding?  Brush up on your CW skills, work some DX, try some digital modes, get involved in passing traffic.  Build some antennas, chase down RFI at your station to make it better.  Set up a portable operation.  Activate one of the rarer grids in the section……  I know a few hams who claim they have  50 years’ experience as a Ham Radio operator.  In reality, they have experienced one or two years of Ham Radio and then just repeated it 25-50 times.  That’s not the same thing.  Ham Radio is the Greatest Hobby in the World!  But it’s up to you to get involved and experience all it has to offer.  There are some things you will like better than others, and that’s OK.  But expand your Ham Radio horizons!  You’ll be glad you did.

		We’re almost ready to unveil the first full-color images from the James Webb Space Telescope.
These images will demonstrate Webb at its full power, ready to begin its mission to unfold the infrared universe.

The images will be released one-by-one during a televised broadcast beginning at 10:30 a.m. EDT on Tuesday, July 12, from NASA’s Goddard Space Flight Center in Greenbelt, Maryland. Live coverage of the image release broadcast will air on NASA TV, the NASA app, and the agency’s website. The public also can watch live on Facebook, Twitter, YouTube, Twitch, and Daily Motion.

Additionally, Webb experts will answer questions about the first images and data in a NASA Science Live show on Wednesday, July 13, at 3 p.m. EDT. The broadcast, Webb’s First Full-Color Images Explained, will air live on the NASA Science Live website, as well as YouTube, Facebook, and Twitter. NASA will also broadcast a live social media event in Spanish on its NASA en español YouTube, Facebook, and Twitter accounts.

Webb, an international collaboration led by NASA with its partners the European Space Agency and the Canadian Space Agency, is the biggest telescope ever launched into space. It will unlock mysteries in our solar system, look beyond to distant worlds around other stars, and probe the mysterious structures and origins of our universe and our place in it.

If not elected for this years' program, it will be refunded Our goal for the TI-1 and TI-2 programs is to equip each teacher with the necessary foundational knowledge through hands-on learning and demonstrations to inspire teachers to continue exploring wireless technology and adapting relevant content into their classroom instruction.

For the Grand Parade, we will need about 35 operators along the parade route, and in the staging & de-marshaling areas. I have made it to a few of the local radio club meetings in the past 2 weeks, and plan on attending more in coming weeks. Last year, I setup a new website, as well as a groups.io email list to make communication for both parades easier.

Your club's VE team can become part of the fun and excitement of remotely administered Online Examinations.

The remote exam sessions are conducted using an online video conferencing platform and a web-based examination system with on-screen tests. ARRL VE teams have had the option to be completely electronic since June 2020 by using online exams. The online exams can also be utilized at in-person sessions automating most of the process, for a fully electronic in-person session experience.

VE teams have been using the Exam.Tools Online Examination system for remote video and in-person sessions. Over 25,000 applicants have been tested through the Online Examinations system in the past two years. The system works well for online or printed examinations and includes registering and tracking candidates throughout the session, on screen exams and grading, online signing of CSCE and 605 forms by the candidate and examiners, logging and compiling session stats and VE participation list (test report summary), and output files for upload to the coordinating VEC. The program manages and handles almost everything needed to conduct a test session. Time and experience with in-person exam sessions is invaluable when transitioning to remote video-supervised online exam sessions.

Interested ARRL VE teams must contact the VEC department to receive the online exams instructions and remote video session procedures.

Electronically File Exam Session Documents for Quicker Service
After the session has concluded, VE teams can upload in-person documents or remote video session files via ARRL VEC's secure web page (program service option since 2018).
New and upgraded licenses are issued within 1 to 2 business days for weekend sessions and are usually issued on the same day for weekday sessions.
Please contact the VEC department for the information and instructions on electronically filing exam session documents through our upload page. Authorized VEs will be sent the upload page URL which, is hidden from the public.

Our support page offers easy access to session forms and information, online examinations, remote video session instructions, VE Manual supplemental information, FCC rules, basic qualification question procedures, and much more. As of February 17, 2015, the FCC no longer routinely issues paper license documents to Amateur Radio applicants and licensees. The Commission has maintained for some time now that the official Amateur Radio license authorization is the electronic record that exists in its Universal Licensing System (ULS). The FCC will continue to provide paper license documents to all licensees who notify the Commission that they prefer to receive one. 








Licensees also will be able to print out an official authorization — as well as an unofficial “reference copy” — from the ULS License Manager. I’ve created a set of instructions on how you can request an “official” printed copy of your license*

Wayne Smith, K8FF, and Amy
L eggiero, NBAMY

This father-daughter duo has been
operating ham radio together for
years. Growing up with a dad who
loved ham radio, Amy Leggiero,
NBAMY, was exposed to the hobby at
a very young age. Her father, Wayne
Smith, K8FF, used to let Amy sit on his
lap in his shack as a baby, creating
fond memories for her of the sights
and sounds of radio.

A Shared Love

of Contesting

Something they enjoy doing together
most is operating contests, which they
do almost every weekend. Wayne’s
station is their primary operating loca-
tion because Amy’s condo has high
noise levels, as well as limited anten-
nas. Amy explained that Wayne's sta-
tion has less noise, bigger radios, and
“a nice ACOM amp and a tower with a
beam antenna, as well as other anten-
nas!”

The COVID-19 pandemic didn't stop
them from operating contests
together, and they both reached a
shared goal of qualifying for their digi-
tal ARRL DXCC. “During COVID-19,
we [participated in] CQ WW WPX
SSB in March of 2020,” Amy said. “We
also operated the 13 Colonies Special
Event contest and several state QSO
parties.”

When operating together, the contests
they participate in are SSB. This is
because Wayne dominates when it
comes to operating CW. “Wayne is a
super CW op,” Amy shared, adding
that she never became proficient in it.

Wayne and Amy’s shared interest in
radio doesn't end with contesting —

they also both enjoy being net control
operators for their respective local
clubs. Wayne is net control for the
Northern Ohio DX Association's
Thursday night 10-meter net on
28.480 MHz, and Amy is net control

for the Portage County Amateur Radio

Service’s Thursday night 2-meter net
on EchoLink and the 146.895 MHz
repeater.

DXCC and QSLing

Wayne has been DXing since 1960.
He enjoys the competitiveness in-
volved in making DX contacts, as well
as the thrill of contacting new coun-
tries. “lt is still amazing to me that |
can work the world from my station,”
he said. One of Wayne's most prized
DXCC contacts is with P5/4L4FN on
10-meter phone.

Over the last 2 years, Wayne has con-
tacted over 200 countries. He said this
was made possible with FT8 and
some recent antenna improvements.
“My 6-meter operation has greatly
improved, thanks to a new antenna
and 1000 W amplifier,” he said.
Wayne's station has also allowed Amy
to contact 100 countries and earn her
digital DXCC as well.

Wayne and Amy both enjoy sending
QSL cards, but once they qualified for
digital DXCC on FT8, they began
using Logbook of The World (LoTW)
on a regular basis. “Confirming con-
tacts on LoTW is very quick (some-
times instant) and lower cost than in
the past,” they agreed. Wayne added,
“Although QSLing is increasingly
expensive, we both agree that there is
no substitute for a real QSL card”
Despite having sent QSL cards for

many years, Wayne felt that the transi-
tion to using LOTW was fairly easy for
him, and even shared that he wished
he made the switch sooner.

Wayne will be working for DX Engi-
neering at the event, and Amy will be
volunteering at the Youth Forum, as
well as during Tim Duffy’s, K3LR,
Contest University program.

“l think we both share the experience
that amateur radio has brought us so
many adventures and friends that we
would not have otherwise met;” Amy
said. Wayne agreed, adding, “In the
infamous words of K3LR, ham radio is
indeed ‘the greatest hobby in the
world.”
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
