NASA Announces Launch Options for
2022 Student Launch Competition

NASA’s 2022 Student Launch rocketry challenge will provide both in-person and virtual
opportunities for the competition’s culminating event.

The in-person option will include a two-day event, with hardware checks Friday, April 22, and
launch day Saturday, April 23, in Huntsville, Alabama. If rain is a factor April 23, a makeup day
is scheduled for Sunday, April 24. Alternatively, Launch Division teams may conduct final test
flights at a home launch field, as outlined in the Student Launch Handbook. Teams may also opt
to compete in the Design Division. This year’s awards ceremony will be held virtually, after the
at-home launch window closes May 9.

Student Launch challenges middle school, high school, college, and university students from
around the United States to design, build, test, and fly a payload and high-powered amateur
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rocket to an altitude between 4,000 and 6,000 feet. Teams also must meet multiple
documentation and presentation milestones with NASA experts as they develop their rocket.
Teams are scored in nearly a dozen other categories, including safety, vehicle design, social
media presence, and science, technology, engineering, and mathematics engagement.

This year’s competition will feature a virtual Launch Month in place of an in-person launch
week. All teams will be invited to participate in virtual exhibits/tours, presentations by NASA
subject matter experts, rocket fair sessions, and a career fair in the weeks surrounding the in-
person launch.

The Student Launch management team carefully evaluated COVID-19 conditions and weighed
concerns when deciding to hold an in-person event. Procedures and precautions will be in place
at the hardware checks and launch to reduce the risk of virus transmission.

NASA’s Southeast Regional Office of STEM Engagement manages Student Launch, one of the
agency’s Artemis Student Challenges. These activities stimulate innovation and advance
NASA’s human exploration mission through collaboration with educational institutions and
students — the Artemis Generation, who will help NASA explore the Moon and Mars. The
agency’s Marshall Space Flight Center in Huntsville hosts Student Launch.

Special Advisory from CISA

Dear partners,

Due to the prolonged conflict in Ukraine, there is an increased concern of cyber
attacks on US critical infrastructure. Ohio Homeland Security (OHS), the Federal
Bureau of Investigation (FBI), and the Cybersecurity and Infrastructure Security
Agency (CISA) want to remind you of the information below. Please be sure to
review for situational awareness, and feel free to share with others in your
organization.

OHS posts cybersecurity advisories and tools to the Communication & Information
Management System (CIMS) as soon as they are received. IT teams are strongly
encouraged to review several recent Cybersecurity Advisories (CSA) found on

the CIMS platform and take appropriate action.

Geopolitical Tension and Increasing Critical Infrastructure Cybersecurity
Awareness

As a Nation, we are watching with increasing concern the heightened tensions
between Russia and Ukraine. While there are not currently any specific credible
threats to the U.S. homeland, we are mindful of the potential for the Russian
government to consider escalating its destabilizing actions in ways that may impact
others outside of Ukraine. Specifically, we are watchful for any malign activity
targeting American Critical Infrastructure.

CISA continues to lean forward to inform our industry partners of potential
threats—part of a paradigm shift from being reactive to being proactive. On January
11, 2022, we released a joint cybersecurity advisory with the FBI and NSA about
the Russian threat to U.S. critical infrastructure, including specific tactics,
techniques, and procedures associated with Russian actors. We followed this
advisory with an executive-level product urging every organization to take urgent,
near-term steps to reduce the likelihood and impact of a potentially damaging
compromise. We maintain a dedicated public webpage providing an overview of
the Russian government’s malicious cyber activities as well as all our advisories
and products on Russian state-sponsored cyber threats, to include the recent
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advisory on known tactics, techniques, and procedures used by Russian state-
sponsored cyber actors.

We strongly encourage all organizations to review and take advantage of the
following resources:

« Shields Up — CISA launched a new Shields Up webpage that provides
actionable information on urgent steps to harden systems given the
heightened threat environment.

« Pro Bono Services — CISA recently launched a new catalog of free
cybersecurity services from CISA, the open-source community, and our
private sector partners in the Joint Cyber Defense Collaborative. The
catalog is designed to help under-resourced organizations improve their
security posture.

e Mis-, dis-, Malinformation (MDM) — CISA released a CISA
Insights titled, Preparing for and Mitigating Foreign Influence Operations
Targeting Critical Infrastructure, which provides critical infrastructure
owners and operators with guidance on how to identify and mitigate the
risks of influence operations using MDM narratives from steering public
opinion and impacting National Critical Functions and critical
infrastructure.

We also encourage organizations to remain vigilant and lower the threshold for
reporting. If you believe that your jurisdiction, or a critical infrastructure partner,
has experienced a cyber intrusion, please report incidents and anomalous activity to
us at CISA.

By utilizing the services above, all organizations can make near-term progress
toward improving cybersecurity and resilience. As the nation’s cyber defense
agency, CISA is available to help organizations improve cybersecurity and
resilience, including through cybersecurity experts assigned across the country. In
the event of a cyber incident, CISA is able to offer assistance to victim
organizations and use information from incident reports to protect other possible
victims.,

Registration is Open for USA ARDF Championships

Registration is now open for the 21st USA Championships of Amateur Radio Direction Finding
(ARDF), set for April 7 - 10, 2022. The competition will take place in Prince William Forest
Park near Quantico, Virginia.

"Radio orienteers from all over the country, plus visitors from abroad, are invited to attend," said
ARRL ARDF Co-coordinator Gerald Boyd, WB8WFK. "The competitive courses are open to
anyone of any age, with or without an amateur radio license.
The results will help select who will be invited to fill
positions on ARDF Team USA, which will travel to Serbia
for the 2022 ARDF World Championships in September.

Wednesday, April 6, will be a practice day for equipment
testing and a competitor briefing. From Thursday through
Sunday, competitors will have the opportunity to compete in
the sprint, foxoring, and classic courses on 2 meters and 80
meters. Awards for first through third places will be
presented at ceremonies following the events.

Members of the Backwoods Orienteering Klub (BOK) will
organize the 2022 USA Championships. All are experienced
radio orienteers who organized the successful 2013 and 2019
national championships. The event director is Joseph
Huberman, K5JGH, and the registrar is Ruth Bromer, WB4QZG.

The International Amateur Radio Union (IARU) sets ARDF championship rules. For scoring and
awards, participants are divided into 12 age/gender categories. In the classic ARDF events,
competitors start together in small groups made up of different categories. As they seek the "fox"
transmitters, they navigate through the forest from the starting corridor to the finish line, a
distance ranging between 4 and 12 kilometers (about 2.5 miles and 7.4 miles). They plot their
direction-finding bearings on orienteering maps that show terrain features, elevation contours,
and vegetation type.
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"The USA ARDF Championships are open to anyone
who can safely navigate the woods by themselves. A
ham radio license is not required," Boyd emphasized.
"In ARDF, personal navigation skills are important
because each participant competes as an individual --
any teamwork or GPS map use is forbidden.
Competitors bring their own direction-finding gear to
the events, although extra gear is often available for
loan from other attendees. Competitors may not
transmit on the course, except in emergencies.”

The remote exam sessions are conducted using an online video conferencing platform
and a web-based examination system with on-screen tests. ARRL VE teams have had
the option to be completely electronic since June 2020 by using online exams. The
online exams can also be utilized at in-person sessions automating most of the process,
for a fully electronic in-person session experience.

VE teams have been using the Exam.Tools Online Examination system for remote
video and in-person sessions. Over 25,000 applicants have been tested through the
Online Examinations system in the past two years. The system works well for online or
printed examinations and includes registering and tracking candidates throughout the
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session, on screen exams and grading, online signing of CSCE and 605 forms by the
candidate and examiners, logging and compiling session stats and VE patrticipation list
(test report summary), and output files for upload to the coordinating VEC. The program
manages and handles almost everything needed to conduct a test session. Time and
experience with in-person exam sessions is invaluable when transitioning to remote
video-supervised online exam sessions.

In a previous column | referenced the Reverse Beacon Network and said we might
examine it as a tool to help you work DX at a future time. The time has arrived. Below is an
article by Jay, K4ZLE. This previously appeared in the DX Magazine as well as the SWODXA
newsletter. It is reprinted here with the permission of K4ZLE

The Reverse Beacon Network (RBN) is a direct byproduct of the CW Skimmer software
by Alex Shovkoplyas, VE3NEAL The RBN website URL is:
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http://www.reversebeacon.net/index.php and quoting from the website, “The Reverse Beacon
Network is a revolutionary new idea. Instead of beacons actively transmitting signals, the RBN is
a network of stations listening to the bands and reporting what stations they hear, when and how
well. “A network of stations all over the world are actively listening with software defined radios
(SDRs) with Alex's CW Skimmer software keying on any station calling CQ or TEST. When it
encounters such a signal it reports certain data to a central server. Below is a screen shot of the
results of me sending TEST or CQ on several bands/frequencies.

From the RBN site you can see where you are being heard, and how well you are being
heard. Note on 40 m, that | changed frequency slightly. Also note that there was not a 100%
correlation between stations that heard me and received signal strength between the two
frequencies although there was only a minute between transmissions. Regardless, one can get a
snapshot of exactly what areas of the world they are being heard and how well. When I did this
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test, there were 98 Skimmers online. At any given time, you can see a list of online stations on
the index page of the RBN website. Since you can see what listening stations are on, you can
turn your beam toward a target area and determine how well you are being received. Imagine
real time info!

RBN can also be used to provide information to you about what stations are being heard.
Unlike the normal cluster network that relies on manual input, the RBN relies on copying a CQ
or TEST message. So, if a station is not sending CQ or TEST they are not reported by the RBN
system. However, the reverse is not true. Certain stations, W3LPL-3 being the prime ‘culprit’,
process the RBN data and send spots on the regular cluster network. These spots are reported
with a line like, “Heard in MD”.

You can also use the RBN website to compare your signal with up to 10 other stations.
This is done through the online Spots Analysis Tool, accessible from the RBN main page. This
could help you guess your anticipated performance by comparing your relative signal to noise
figure with another station close to you. If he has a 4 el beam at 120 feet and you have your
tribander at 65 feet you know you will be down a bit in signal strength compared to him. The
station you are comparing to does not have to be close. If your SNR is say 20 db and that of a
station you are comparing to is also 20 db and he works the intended station, you know you too
should have a reasonable shot at doing likewise. By the way, you cannot make a direct
conversion from the reported SNR to an S-meter equivalent. However, the SNR number is still
useful for relative comparisons.

In the Nov/Dec 2013 National Contest Journal (NCJ), there is an article by ZL2HAM on
doing pre-contest propagation planning with data from the RBN. The same principal or process
applies to doing propagation planning for working a given DXpedition. Sure, you can use other
propagation prediction programs, but in my estimation, the subject software of this article will
provide data that is closer to real time and be of more tactical value than that obtained from those
other programs. | have not put the software to the test yet, but plan to do so soon. Maybe one of
you can do the deed and report in this magazine how it really works. The software is called
ViewProp. You may find out more about it in the article and at http://zI2ham.wikispaces.com .

While mentioning the NCJ | encourage new DXers to give contesting a whirl. You can
build up your DXCC totals quickly by working contests and contesters really are more like
kissing cousins than illegitimate half-brothers and half-sisters! Once you learn to 'run’ vs. search
and pounce, you are on your way to running a DX pileup from the short side. Each issue of the
NCJ has operating tips that apply equally to DXing as they do to contesting. “Give instruction to
a wise man and he will be yet wiser2.” The NCJ is a good source of wise instruction.

provide paper license documents to all licensees who notify the

Commission that they prefer to receive one.
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Licensees also will be able to print out an official authorization — as well as an unofficial
“reference copy” — from the ULS License Manager. I’ve created a set of instructions on how
