After all, we live in the 

Greatest Country on the planet!   That’s the luck of the draw, and we all pretty much hit the big 

time on that one.  The next three levels are where we can utilize Amateur Radio to make a better 

life for ourselves, and also for others.

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The third level is where family life and our relationships with friends are important.  Family is 

first and foremost, but our circle of friends is critical to our well-being.  If you’re anything like 

me, most of your friends are Hams.  In my life it’s pretty much been that way since junior high.  

This is a two-way street.  Sometimes you need your friends, and sometimes you need to be a 

friend.  We all share a common interest in Ham Radio, open your eyes to those who need a 

friend.  At your local club, make it your mission to be that person who is welcoming and friendly 

to everyone (not just the chosen few).  Even if only a couple of you at your club take this up 

seriously it will make a difference.  And, it’s contagious!  (If you’re a club leader, remember, 

most people will do what you do, not what you tell them to do.)

Finally, the top of the pyramid are the things you do that bring joy into your life.  These things 

are generally measured by what you do for others.  The deserving, and sometimes the 

undeserving.  These are things you do to help others belong and reach their goals. 

 

I’ve met a lot of hams through my years.  Most are living in those top three tiers.  It’s what 

makes Ham Radio the Greatest Hobby In The World!

ARLB007 FCC to Require Two Factor Authentication for CORES 

Users 

 

The Federal Communications Commission (FCC) has announced an upcoming change to the 

Commission Registration System (CORES) that 

licensees use to pay any application or regulatory fees, manage or 

reset a password on an existing FRN, or request a new FRN. Beginning 

March 29, 2024, multifactor authentication will be implemented. 

Users will be prompted to request a six-digit secondary verification 

code, which will be sent to the email address(es) associated with 

each username. The user will then need to enter the code into CORES 

https://www.echolink.org/
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before they can continue. 

 

In a public notice, the FCC said this change will make the system 

more secure. "This additional layer of security will further 

safeguard against unauthorized access, thereby enhancing the overall 

integrity of information contained within the CORES system and 

improving the security of user data," it read.

The FCC recommends that users confirm they have access to their 

username account email and to add a secondary email address, if need 

be.

new hams licensed.  This is a GOOD Time for “Kids” to get licensed! 

 

ARRL Youth Licensing Grant Program 

Clubs around the country sponsor VE sessions in order to help new hams get their licenses and to 

help existing hams upgrade. One of the changes in the last couple of years is the introduction of 

the $35 FCC License Fee. The ARRL Youth Licensing Grant Program, in effect since April 19, 

2022, will cover the one-time $35 application fee for new license candidates younger than 18-

years old for tests administered under the ARRL VEC program. 

The $35 FCC application fee will be reimbursed after the ARRL VEC receives the completed 

reimbursement form and after the new license has been issued by the FCC. The reimbursement 

check will be mailed to the fee payer. Also, candidates who are under the age of 18 pay a 

reduced exam session fee of $5 to the ARRL VEC VE team at the time of the exam. The $5 fee 

is for all candidates under the age of 18, regardless of the exam level taken. Proof of age is 

required at the session.

This week we will continue our investigation of the various CQ Zones.  
  

So far this year, we have covered CQ zones 1 through 33. This week we 

will review Zones 34 & 35. 
  

Zone 34. Northeastern Zone of Africa: ST (Sudan), SU (Egypt), Z8 (South 

Sudan) and 5A (Libya).  
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Zone 35. Central Zone of Africa: C5 (The Gambia), D4 (Cape Verde Is.), EL 

(Liberia), J5 (Guinea Bissau), TU - (Ivory Coast), TY (Benin), TZ (Mali), XT 

(Burkina Faso), 3X (Guinea), 5N - (Nigeria), 5T (Mauritania), 5U (Niger), 5V 

(Togo), 6W (Senegal), 9G (Ghana) and 9L (Sierra Leone).  
  
Zone 34 is a tough zone for the simple reason that many of these entities 

have had internal strife and may not be on the air for long periods of time. Another 

great group of entities to work during contests.  

The “Terrible T’s” are in Africa and many of them are in Zone 35. These 

include TT – Chad, TZ – Mali, TU – Ivory Coast, TY – Benin, TJ – Cameroon, TR 

– Gabon, TN – Congo, TL – Central African Republic, and T5 – Somalia. Over the 

years there have been DXPeditions to these countries that have moved them slowly 

down the Most Wanted lists.

Here is an update from Bernie, W3UR, of the DailyDX and the WeeklyDX, 

and the How’s DX Column in QST. The DailyDX the best source for real-time DX 

information. http://www.dailydx.com/ . Bernie has this to report: 
  

J38R Grenada – The J38R DXpedition is now QRT and they have this to 

report: “It has been an incredible journey involving six dedicated individuals that 

has led to this amazing result. Special thanks go to the local radio amateurs who 

came to our rescue by providing us with a third radio, allowing us to achieve this 

outcome. Also, to those of you who sometimes had to wait for hours to make that 

much-needed QSO with us, we are grateful. There's still more to come in the 

future, and we look forward to adding another new DXCC country to your logs. 

There are certainly areas where we can improve, and the tips you've sent have 

contributed to our success. Now, it's time for us to return to our families, whom 

we've missed dearly. 73, and until next time... where? We're not sure yet.” 

  
The DXpedition to T32EU, Eastern Kiribati, has this to report. “No doubt 

– T32 welcomed us with a difficult start. Two (out of ten) suitcases did not make it

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to T32 and critical equipment for some of our antennas and multi-stations is 

missing.  

Upon arrival to our destination, there was no electric power. Even though it 

came back after few hours, this shortfall has been staying with us since then. One 

of the three (public) power generators for the island had burnt down shortly before 

our arrival and the local government established a rotating scheme of “load 

shedding”, i.e. whole areas of the island are taken off power on a rotating basis. 

Repair is forecasted for next March at the earliest. For us this means that, once per 

day, we experience a power shutdown for several hours – usually something 

between 8 and 12 consecutive hours. Even though our immediate search for a back-

up generator was successful, the power which the (2.5kW) generator delivers is 

very unstable under a varying load, which limits our usable transmit power 

drastically – anything above “barefoot 100W” quickly leads to shutdown of one or 

the other transceiver. Simultaneous CW or even SSB traffic proved particularly 

impossible. Not exactly the ideal situation that we had hoped for. Our search for a 

better generator is on, but folks – we are on Christmas Island in the middle of the 

Pacific Ocean. Know what I mean?  

To allow for reasonable QSO rates nevertheless, we started using MSHV 

digi modes during load shedding. Their power need is more continuous, and we use 

two TRX simultaneously for the two alternating time slots, thus doubling our 

presence. Not ideal, but better than using barefoot CW or SSB with interruptions 

every 30 seconds or so. So, for the CW and SSB community: be patient with us – 

we are working on it. 

Enough of bad news – what is the good news? Despite all the limitations that 

surprised us, we were on the air since day #1. The majority of our QSOs have gone 

to the Americas and Asia, but over 20% has gone to Europe via the difficult polar 

path. 

While I am sitting at my laptop to write this interim report, it is Monday 

morning, March 18 – i.e. evening of March 17 in UTC) I am heavily sweating, as 

we have had no power and no air conditioning for 6 hours. But our QSO rate after 

four complete DXpedition days stands at something well above 13,000 (almost 

50% in CW). 

So folks, bear with us – we are doing what we can to put T32EU into your 

log – be it as a new band or even an ATNO. 
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For those few who feel pressed to leave inappropriate comments on the DX 

cluster – please feel free to rush Christmas Island to demonstrate your own superior 

performance under these circumstances. Always good to learn from more 

experienced DXers. But, please hurry. Flights to Christmas Island arrive only once 

per week, and your next opportunity will be two days from now. We will greet you 

with a lukewarm beer! 

  
  
I have an update on FT4GL, Glorioso Island. Marek, FH4VVK, will 

operate as FT4GL, May 24-June 19, from Glorioso Island which is currently #8 on 

the Club Log DXCC Most Wanted List.  

According to the FT4GL Facebook page, this DXpedition was made possible 

by agreement of the French Southern and Antarctic Lands. Planning has taken over 

one year. Details are coming in little by little. We know that thanks to F5PYI, 

Laurent, POTA France program manager, the operation has been accepted as a 

Parks on the Air (POTA) activation. We also know that W2IRT, Peter, will be pilot 

for the East Coast of North America; KE1B, Rich, will be pilot for the West Coast 

of North America; and JJ3PRT, Joe, will be pilot for Asia. The FT4GL Facebook 

page, and The Daily DX, will have the most up-to-the-minute news, and The 

Weekly DX will provide periodic summaries. 
  
  
I received some last-minute news on the Galápagos Islands. HC1MD 

(NE8Z), Rick, and HC1MM, Maria, are returning to the Galápagos Islands where 

they will be operating as HD8MD and HD8MM respectively March 20-29. They 

will be located at a house, near the beach with many sea lions, at Shipwreck Bay on 

San Cristobal Island. Listen for HD8MD on 40-6M CW, SSB, and FT8/FT4 

(“sometimes MSHV”) and HD8MM on 40-10M SSB. Rick says that on 6M, the 

Magic Band, he “will pay extra attention for openings in all directions 24/7 over 

the nine days of the operation.” He anticipates “some good 6m openings” later this 

month and will prioritize 6M over other bands. HD8MM “will be monitoring 6M 

propagation reports on dxmaps.com at all times.” Rick’s goal is to “make this trip a 

fun ‘DXPN-LITE’ operation by using a very basic, simple station and antennas” – 

a Kenwood TS590G at 100W into a Windom, Outbacker vertical, and a Moxon for 

6M. They also hope to give out HC8 for those who need it for an ATNO (All Time 

New One). 
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Rick has worked 230 DXCC entities and will be hunting down “39 active 

DXCC entities” on all continents and Oceania. QSL direct or via the W8 QSL 

Bureau (via K8LJG or NE8Z), direct or LoTW, on QSOs will be uploaded daily to 

LoTW. Color QSLs will be printed by UX5UO, Gennady, post-trip. 
  
VU7 - Lakshadweep Islands - VU3OQK, Shantilal, has gotten permission 

to operate from Lakshadweep until May 31, callsign VU7LAL.  He plans to 

operate from different islands in the group.  More details later. 
  
If you need HB0 – Liechtenstein, here are two opportunities. First,  

OH2YL, Anne, tells us about her next DXpedition, which will be in 

 Liechtenstein between April 6-13. She will have a Yaesu FT DX10 and 

 Elecraft K3. Antennas will include a MyAntennas EFHW-8010-1K, OH2YL 

 Special vertical 10M-30M, Dipole 60M and L-vertical 160M. Activity 

 will be on CW and FT8 on 1.8 through 28 MHz. QSL via OH2YL. 
  
Secondly, HB0/DL2JRM, Rene, will be here March 29 to April 1 including 

 participation in the 2024 CQ WPX SSB Contest (callsign not 

 mentioned) with HB9EHJ. Watch the Daily DX for details.

 The team of LA1UW, Bjorn; LA3WAA, Tor; LB5SH, Stian; and LB0VG, 

 Kristoffer; will now be signing OJ0T instead of OJ0/home calls. "We 

 will also do some antenna upgrades for this DXpedition, still 

 mainly verticals and probably some monobanders, but hopefully be 

 able to reach out to the most distant operators out there." The 

 team will be open to "distant and/or low power/QRP operators!"

 Below is a list of upcoming contests in the “Contest Corner”. I think this is 

important for someone who is trying to move up the DXCC ladder since entities 
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that are on the rarer side and easiest to work in contests. Some of my best “catches” 

have been on the Sunday afternoon of a contest when the rarer entities are begging 

for QSOs. Of course, the gamble is that if you wait until Sunday, conditions may 

change, or they simply won’t be workable. However, it is not a bad gamble. Of 

course, why not work the contest and have some fun!

The contests in red are those that I plan to spend some significant 

participation time on. PLEASE let me know if you are working contests and how 

you fared.  

The 2024 WPX SSB contest will be held on March 30th and 31st. The 

exchange is simple, just RST and a serial number. I have found this contest to be 

fantastic for filling band slots on 40, 80, and 160m. Here is why.  

Scoring follows these rules:  

A. Score: The final score is the result of the total QSO points 

multiplied by the number of different prefixes worked.  

A station may be worked once on each band for QSO point credit:  

1. Contacts between stations on different continents are worth three (3) 

points on 28, 21, and 14 MHz and six (6) points on 7, 3.5, and 1.8 MHz.  

2. Contacts between stations on the same continent, but different countries, 

are worth one (1) point on 28, 21, and 14 MHz and two (2) points on 7, 3.5, and 1.8 

MHz. Exception: For North American stations only—contacts between stations 

within the North American boundaries (both stations must be located in North 

America) are worth two (2) points on 28, 21, and 14 MHz and four (4) points on 7, 

3.5, and 1.8 MHz.  

3. Contacts between stations in the same country are worth 1 point regardless 

of band.  
  
How much time should you operate the contest? Should you work the entire 

36 hours? Statistically the sweet spot for operating seems to be 3 to 6 hours of 

operation. Last year, due to a variety of issues, I was only able to work 5 hours of 

the contest, so now I feel better about my participation!

Print an Official or Unofficial Copy of Your Amateur Radio License 
(By Anthony Luscre, K8ZT) 

 

As of February 17, 2015, the FCC no longer routinely issues paper 

license documents to Amateur Radio applicants and licensees. The 

Commission has maintained for some time now that the official 

Amateur Radio license authorization is the electronic record that exists 

in its Universal Licensing System (ULS). The FCC will continue to 

provide paper license documents to all licensees who notify the 

Commission that they prefer to receive one.  

Licensees also will be able to print out an official authorization — as 

well as an unofficial “reference copy” — from the ULS License 

Manager. I’ve created a set of instructions on how you can request an 

“official” printed copy of your license*
