Hamfests are also where you can meet in person the voices you have only heard on the 

air.  Friendships are made and important relationships are established.  Smaller hamfests are 

more casual and more personal. 

 

Hamvention is similar, but on a much larger scale.  Similar, but drawing on a world-wide basis 

rather than just a local basis.  Different in that while the flea-market has the same types of used 

gear, it’s populated with hams from all across the country!  (and the flea-market is HUGE!)  

Hamvention has more exhibitors who are distributors of Ham Radio products and most of the 

major manufacturers of Ham Radio products are there too!  And Hamvention is not just the 

buying and selling of equipment.  Clubs and organizations from around the world are there.  In 

addition to the marketplace, there is an extensive list of forums and educational experiences you 

can participate in every hour the “hamfest” is open.  Even when the “hamfest” is closed down for 

the day, the activities and festivities continue into the night with banquets and parties.   

 

One other thing about Hamvention – I don’t have any “factual” information to share on this, but I 

know Hamvention has a positive economic impact on the state of Ohio.   

 

As Ohio Section Manager, I do not have the authority to require you to do any of this.  But it is 

my job, and my personal goal, to encourage you to attend.  Attend the local fests and attend 

Hamvention!  I promise, you will benefit from both.   In my years as a Ham I’ve had a lot of 

memorable experiences, and a lot of them have taken place at Hamfests!

“Club Building” in forum room 4.  I would really appreciate it if you would attend!  I’ll have lots 

of information on making your club, large or small, an outstanding club that will stand out in

ourselves in the hobby, and the clubs we belong to can either help us move forward, or set up 

roadblocks to our progress.

Annual Armed Forces Day Crossband Test 

The US Department of Defense (DoD) will host this year's Armed Forces Day (AFD) Crossband 

Test on May 13, 2023. This annual event is open to all licensed amateur radio operators and will 

not impact any public or private communications. For more than 50 years, military and amateur 

stations have taken part in this event.

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The AFD Crossband Test is a unique opportunity to test 

two-way communications between military 

communicators and radio stations in the Amateur Radio 

Service (ARS), as authorized in 47 CFR 97.111. These 

tests provide opportunities and challenges for radio 

operators to demonstrate individual technical skills in a 

tightly controlled exercise scenario. 

Military stations will transmit on selected frequencies 

and will announce the specific ARS frequencies monitored. All of the times are Zulu (Z), and all 

frequencies are Upper Side Band (USB) unless otherwise noted. The frequencies used for the test 

will not stray outside the confines of the exercise. 

A complete list of frequencies, time periods, QSL cards, and other information can be found 

at DoD MARS - Armed Forces Day. 

AFD is a time of honor. It will be celebrated on Saturday, May 20, 2023. The first AFD was 

celebrated with parades, open houses, receptions, and air shows. Today, many events and 

activities take place and may include multi-service military displays in areas open to the public, 

various educational activities that teach children about the armed forces, and large parades with 

local celebrations. 

The longest running AFD parade in the United States is held in Chattanooga, Tennessee. Certain 

types of music will be played at AFD 2023 events to show respect to those in the armed forces 

who died for their country.

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Notable Events on the Timeline of Amateur Radio 

Disaster Communications 
Far from an exhaustive list, here are a few events involving amateur radio communications 

support over the past 100 years that may help define our role over time and its evolution. 

1906 -- According to family lore, radio amateur Barney Osborne, later W6US, provided 

emergency traffic handling during the San Francisco Earthquake and fire. 

1913 -- Hams provided emergency communications during Midwest storms and floods with 

spark-gap transmitters and crystal receiver sets, as vacuum tubes wouldn't emerge until after 

World War I and 1919. 

1916 -- A national traffic relay system was organized to provide relay of messages cross-country, 

and 9XE in Illinois originated a message that was received in California in 55 minutes, and on 

the East Coast an hour after that. 

1926 -- The cover of the May issue of QST featured a drawing of a railroad engineer holding an 

ARRL Radiogram with the caption reading, "Amateurs Give Emergency Service for Railroads 

When Wires Are Down" 

1920s -- A motor provided emergency power to the plates of newly invented vacuum tubes in a 

station of an "RM" -- a "Radio Man" -- during a Mississippi flood. 

1925 -- Amateur radio provided the only communications (5 watts CW) during the failed rescue 

attempt of caver Floyd Collins. 

1933 -- Radio amateurs at W6BYF provided disaster communications for the Long Beach, 

California earthquake. Although his house was demolished, famous ham Don Wallace, W6AM, 

operated a portable station through his surviving extensive antenna farm with the help of the 

Navy in supporting the relief effort. 

1935 -- Predecessors of ARES established. ARRL had a vision of them in 1917. 

1936 -- The catastrophic floods of the northeast (from Maine through to the Ohio River valley) 

wrecked the ARRL HQ station in Hartford (along the Connecticut River), with amateur radio 

again providing support. Famous VHF pioneer and ARRL HQ staffer Ed Tilton, W1HDQ, and 

his wife provided communications. 

1937 -- Dr. Joseph Vancheri, W8BWH, was a key relief communications asset, arranging for aid 

to refugees from the Johnstown floods. 

Late 1930s -- Commercial emergency amateur radio gear appeared and was advertised: an 

example was the battery-powered 50-S transmitter from Harvey Radio Laboratories of 

Brookline, Massachusetts. 
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1948 -- Flooding of Vanport, Washington, after the rupture of a Columbia River dike prompted 

an Amateur Radio Emergency Corps response under EC W7DIS, with amateurs using handheld 

radios (walkie-talkies). 

1957 -- RACES was involved in providing communications support during the Malibu-Topanga 

Canyon (California) fires. Deputy Chief Radio Officer W6QJW operated under RACES tactical 

call sign CPT19 and controlled a net on 3995 kHz. The Gonset Communicator was an iconic 

Cold War/Civil Defense portable transceiver. 

1964 -- The Great Alaskan Earthquake hit Anchorage, drawing a massive amateur response in 

handling emergency and health-and-welfare traffic. It was the most powerful earthquake in 

North American history, and the second most powerful in recorded history of the world. There 

was sweeping destruction in the city and the region. George Hart, W1NJM, wrote about the 

amateur response in the July 1964 issue of QST: 314 Alaskan amateurs supported the disaster 

relief effort, with 1,200 more from around the rest of the country actively supporting them. 

"KL7DVY reports he operated 20 hours on 2 meters, relaying messages from the Alaska Native 

Hospital to c.d. headquarters in Anchorage." See the August 2014 issue of QST, Public Service 

column, "Alaska Shield 2014." 

1979 -- Hurricanes Frederic and David wrought destruction on the Gulf Coast and East Coast, 

respectively. Amateur radio support of relief efforts was in evidence in both cases. 

That brings us up to the modern era and the emergence of the contemporary emergency 

management model. A few of the major events beginning in the 1980s that come to mind are 

hurricanes Gilbert (1988) and Hugo (1989), and the spate of four hurricanes in 2004 that affected 

us here in Florida extensively. Hurricane Andrew (1992) also wreaked incredible devastation in 

Florida. Hurricanes Katrina (2005) and Sandy (2012) were game-changers for emergency 

management thinking and policy for this country. Amateur radio was extensively involved in all 

cases. And, of course, amateur radio was involved in the colossal relief effort in the aftermath of 

the 9/11 attacks.

It is now an FCC requirement to have an FCC FRN; active email address and active phone 

number before taking any exam. Please bring your FCC FRN, original license, a copy of your 

license (if a licensed ham), a valid photo ID and $15.00 - Cash preferred.  

Effective April 19, 2022, the FCC will charge a $35.00 application fee for amateur radio 

licenses. The fee will apply to new, renewal, rule waiver, and modification applications that 

request a new vanity call sign. License upgrades will not have a fee applied. The fee will be per 

application. VE's will not collect the fees at exam sessions.

Interview with UN7LZ—Valery 

I worked Val and, as is my habit, 

after reviewing his QRZ.com page, I just 

knew he would be an interesting person to 

get to know.  I know so little about 

Kazakhstan, that I wanted to learn more. 

This was reprinted with the permission of 

the SouthWest Ohio DX Association. I hope 

you enjoy. 
  
AJ8B: How did you get started in Ham Radio? 
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UN7LZ: In 1973, three friends from the same high school class came to a teenager club at an 

amateur radio station UK7LAF. It was me (now UN7LZ, UP4L) and two my friends Vlad (now 

UN9LW, UP0L) and Grigory (now UN9LG, UP2L). We were 13 years old. 

  

AJ8B: Do you have a favorite band or mode? 

UN7LZ: Most of all I like to operate on CW in Contests on HF bands. At other times, I operate 

mostly on DIGI, including the WARC bands.  

  

AJ8B: What time of day do you like to operate? 

UN7LZ: I operate on the air at different times as the opportunity arises to do so. 

  

AJ8B: Any secrets to your success? 

UN7LZ: There are no secrets. Interest in radio, meeting friends on the air and, of course, the 

desire to beat your own previous score in Contests. 

In 2010, I was a participant in the WRTC competition in Moscow, and in 2018 I was also invited 

to the WRTC in Germany, but due to problems with obtaining a visa, I could not take part. 

  

AJ8B: Any tips you can share? 

UN7LZ: For beginner radio amateurs, I would advise you to learn the CW, as well as be able to 

operate with all modern modes. 

  

AJ8B: Describe what you are currently using. 

UN7LZ: I use my old favorite Elecraft K3 transceiver on the HF bands and also purchased an 

IC-7300 transceiver to operate on 50 MHz. Power amplifiers for HF and 50 MHz up to 1 kW 

made in Russia. On my small garden place (30m x 30m) in out of city, I was able to place only 

two towers (22m and 16m). On one I placed a combined antenna for 4 bands (2el / 40m, 3el / 

20m, 3el / 15m and 4el / 10m) and on the second one, 2el/30m and 7el/6m are installed. On the 

80m and 160m bands I use a wire vertical beams from top of 22m tower. Unfortunately, last 

year, due to a strong hurricane, I lost my antenna at 17m/12m. 

  

AJ8B: What advice do you have for those of 

us trying to break pileups to work DX? 
UN7LZ: To successfully work with a DX, you 

should always try to improve your setup, listen 

carefully to whom and at what frequency the 

DX answers, and patiently wait for your call to 

be answered. 

 The DX will always move away from 

its TX frequency to the side in order to 

confidently hear calling stations.  

  

AJ8B: What is your favorite contest? 

UN7LZ: I have several favorite Contests and it 
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is not easy to choose the best one between them). Most likely this CQ WW DX CW Contest, 

Russian DX Contest, IARU Contest. 

  

AJ8B: I can see you are a veteran of many DXpeditions. Which was your favorite? Why? 

UN7LZ: No, I have not been on many DX-peditions, these were only two DX-peditions: in 2012 

to Senegal and in 2013 to Jamaica.  

 Both DX-peditions were very memorable and enjoyable for me. Firstly, I met new 

interesting radio amateurs Jan-Francois 6W7RV, Jeff N1SNB and Josh 6Y5WJ. And secondly, 

our team was able to show a good result in the CQ WW DX CW Contest as M/S with simple 

setup and antennas.  

 

AJ8B: If I were to stop by for a visit, what local place would you want us to visit? 

UN7LZ: Of course, in Kazakhstan, the most beautiful and largest cities are Almaty and Nur-

Sultan. I live in a small town (population 200,000) in the north of the country, and here you can 

fish well and go hunting during the season. By the way, this is my second hobby.) 

  

AJ8B: What local food would you want me to try? 

UN7LZ: The most common kazakh food is «beshparmak». «Beshparmak» is a dish mainly of 

horse meat or beef and dough. Try it for sure if you get a chance. 

  

My regards to all readers of your newsletter and see you on the bands.

Print an Official or Unofficial Copy of Your Amateur Radio License 
(By Anthony Luscre, K8ZT) 

 

As of February 17, 2015, the FCC no longer routinely issues paper 

license documents to Amateur Radio applicants and licensees. The 

Commission has maintained for some time now that the official 

Amateur Radio license authorization is the electronic record that exists 

in its Universal Licensing System (ULS). The FCC will continue to 

provide paper license documents to all licensees who notify the 

Commission that they prefer to receive one.  

Licensees also will be able to print out an official authorization — as 

well as an unofficial “reference copy” — from the ULS License 

Manager. I’ve created a set of instructions on how you can request an 

“official” printed copy of your license*
