Thank you for your continued patience and understanding as we carefully address and restore 

affected services. 

While the Logbook of The World® server, Online DXCC, and related user data are secure and 

unaffected, we have taken the precautionary measure of keeping the services offline until we can ensure 

the security and integrity of our networks. 

The ARRL Learning Center (learn.arrl.org), our online course and training hub, is accessible. The 

Learning Center includes content from across a variety of amateur radio topics and interests. The 

Learning Center will require a slightly different login experience while we continue to restore 

interconnected databases. Users who have logged into the Learning Center before will need to use their 

EMAIL ADDRESS and use the 'forgot my password' function to set a new Learning Center password. 

Users who are new to the system will sign up/register using their email address. When ARRL systems are 

fully restored, user accounts will be reconciled with membership accounts again.

The 13 Colonies Special Event will take place July 1-7, 2024. Operating 

times are July 1,1300 UTC to July 8, 0400 UTC. Thirteen special call signs will be on the air, 

each one representing one of the original 13 British colonies that were established in 1607. Three 

additional bonus call signs will be on the air representing Great Britain, France, and 

Philadelphia. All HF bands can be used, including the WARC bands, with the exception of 60 

meters. Simplex on 2 meters and 6 meters is encouraged. The southeastern stations on the east 

coast are very close to each other. It will be harder for these states to contact each other so, use of 

40-160 meters is encouraged. All modes of operation may be used, including SSB, CW, RTTY, 

and digital. The mode of operation is up to the individual colony state station. More information 

about logs, call signs, and QSL certifications can be found at The Annual 13 Colonies Special 

Event. 

 

 

 

Club Grant Program to Return 

The ARRL Foundation Club Grant Program is returning for 2024. After receiving additional 

funding from Amateur Radio Digital Communications (ARDC), the next round of grants will be 

available later this year. More than $500,000 in grants have been awarded to clubs across the 

country. This program centers around club projects that are transformational in nature (i.e., 

projects that have the greatest impact on the local community). Previously successful grants 

concentrated on the recruitment and training of new hams, STEM programs, emergency 

preparedness, and amateur radio technology development. ARRL Director of Development 

Kevin Beal, K8EAL, said, "ARRL is proud to partner with ARDC to administer the Club Grant 

Program. These grants offer an opportunity to have a significant impact on amateur radio's 

future."

Two antenna ranges provide an opportunity for members to measure the gain performance 

of their antennas.

Antennas ranging from 144 MHz to 10 GHz can be 

evaluated. 

  

Low noise amplifiers extend range in weak signal environments. For many bands, amateur 

radio operators homebrew their own low noise amplifiers. The noise figure measurement 

bench provides an opportunity for the measurement of noise figure on a world class noise 

figure analyzer. 

  

Since amateur radio operators rarely experience the show and tell of operational stations, 

many amateur radio operators bring rovers and microwave dishes to Central States VHF 

conferences to show other enthusiasts how simple or complex these stations can be. Weather 

permitting, we will be herded down the line of stations. Each owner then discusses the 

unique features of their stations. 

  

Vendors display and sell their products in our vendor room. Some products are brand new. 

Some used. Some vendors salvage test equipment and commercial products to provide items 

that are useful in the VHF and higher bands. 

  

Members share innovations, adventures, technological advancements, and operating 

practices in a series of presentations on Friday afternoon and all day Saturday.

Pets "Fly" to Space 

 

 

Using NASA’s first two-way, end-to-end laser relay system, pictures and videos of 

cherished pets flew through space over laser communications links at a rate of 1.2 

gigabits per second — faster than most home internet speeds. 

 

This demonstration was inspired by “Taters the Cat,"an orange cat whose video was 

transmitted 19 million miles over laser links to the Deep Space Optical 

Communications payload on the Psyche mission.

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It’s hard to believe we are already half way through June, but it’s said “time 

flies when you are having fun”.  I guess the time has moved quickly because 

I’ve been having a lot of fun serving as one of the Ohio Lewis and Clark Trail 

on the Air activators this past week.  Although the bands have not been 

excellent shape, I’ve been able to meet my personal contact goal with a few 

more days of operating time left.  As the activity administrator for the 

Highland ARA’s participation, the contact goal for the Club has been greatly 

exceeded thanks to the efforts of fellow member activators K8DG, W8REH, KD8VUY, KN8E 

and AC9GK.  Although I haven’t talked with N8JEN or N8MRB, a report from the event’s 

Clark County ARA sponsor, indicates the Portsmouth RC’s efforts as the other Ohio 

activator are similar. 

 

Because our Section Manager will be out and about visiting Field Day locations in the State, he 

has announced there will not be a newsletter next week.  Therefore I want to list the region’s 

clubs that are participating and their locations: 

 

All Things ARA will operate from the Alley Park, Old Logan Road, in Lancaster.  The 

Athens County ARA returns to the Athens County Fairgrounds. The Cambridge ARA 

will operate from the Grove Park north of New Concord.  The Clinton County ARA returns 

K8GO to their 2023 site at 1020 Farmer’s Road near Wilmington. The DeForest ARC will 

hold their FD at the Adams County Health Department at 482 Rice Drive in West Union.  The 

Greater Mason County ARA will operate from the wildlife reserve west of Maysville.  

The Highland ARA relocates this year to Highland County and operate K8HO from the 

historic Scott House at 335 West Main Street in downtown Hillsboro.  The Hocking County Fish 

and Game Association facilities on Blosser Road near Logan will host the  Hocking Valley 

ARA’s operation.  The Madison County ARC will set up shop at 75 Middle Street in 

London.  The Milford ARA will operate Field Day at the Clepper Pike Pavillion A on 

Summerside Road. They will operated only on Saturday from 2 pm until the park closes at dusk.  

The OH-KY-IN ARS is another club with a location change this year to the Masonic Lodge 

on West Fork Road. The Parkersburg ARK will operate from the Fort Borman Park. 

Operations for the Portsmouth RC will be at the Harrison Free Will Baptist Church at 12254 

SR 139 at Minford.  Cincinnati’s Queen City Emergency Net will operate from 2111 Dana 

Avenue. The Scioto Valley ARC will be activated from their clubhouse at the edge of the 

Scioto Trails State Park south of Chillicothe.  The Tri-State ARA from the WV Radio 

Museum in Huntington.  Another net working FD is  XWARN who will activate W8XRN 

from Beavercreek.  A look at the ARRL Field Day Locator indicates a lot of clubs in the region 

have not registered their participation on the site.  Please do that so others will know your club 

intends to be active.   
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If your club is one not participating this year, use the Locator to find a club near you and make a 

visit-if only to find out what Field Day is all about.  Participating clubs might reach out to a non-

participating club and invite them to attend.  Also have someone monitor your club repeater 

since some hams could get lost trying to find your FD site.  Field Day can be a great networking 

opportunity if you allow it.   

 

Just in time to participate in Field Day, the western part of the South 40 region now has a couple 

of new hams.  Toney Fugett from Lebanon is now KF8BMU and Nicholas Blum of Loveland is 

KF8BMB.   

 

During a recent Lewis and Clark activation contact with KD8NRV I learned the Ohio River 

Islands National Wildlife Refuge will be activated on June 15 by the  Parkersburg ARK. 

Thanks to Tom Porter, KD8NRV, for passing this information along. 

 

Our friends across the River in West Virginia will conduct the West Virginia QSO Party 

beginning at 1600 UTC on June 15.  It concludes at 0400 on June 16.  For those of you who like 

to collect counties, this is an excellent time to add some of those hard to get ones to your 

collection. 

 

The annual Athens County ARA’s club picnic is Tuesday evening, June 18.  According to 

President Eric McFadden, WD8RIF, it will get under way at 5:30 at the Dairy Lane picnic shelter 

in Athens. Eric says the Club will furnish burgers, brats and buns but asks members to bring a 

side dish and their drinks and table service.  The tradional Highland ARA Field Day picnic 

will be held at the Hillsboro Scott House FD site on Saturday evening.

Print an Official or Unofficial Copy of Your Amateur Radio License 
(By Anthony Luscre, K8ZT) 

 

As of February 17, 2015, the FCC no longer routinely issues paper 

license documents to Amateur Radio applicants and licensees. The 

Commission has maintained for some time now that the official 

Amateur Radio license authorization is the electronic record that exists 

in its Universal Licensing System (ULS). The FCC will continue to 

provide paper license documents to all licensees who notify the 

Commission that they prefer to receive one.  

Licensees also will be able to print out an official authorization — as 

well as an unofficial “reference copy” — from the ULS License 

Manager. I’ve created a set of instructions on how you can request an 

“official” printed copy of your license*
